On 27 October, three International Org; ion for Migration (IOM) vol s, one female and two males, were killed
in a crossfire during clashes that broke out between armed groups in South Sudan. Two other volunteers were
wounded during the incident and one volunteer is currently missing.

The Humanitarian Coordinator in South Sudan, Alain Noudéhou, strongly condemned the killings and called for the
safety and security of humanitarian workers at all times. He also demanded that those responsible for the acts be
brought to justice.

“Humanitarian workers risk their lives every day 10 provide life-saving assistance to people in need in South Sudan.
Their safety and security must be assured at all times,” he said.
